South16     exit strategies for the massive stimulus package 

Equity Markets – Highlights: Key indices further rallied to a new high today as market continued to trade with strength. The NSE market 

capitalisation and All-share Index gained 0.99% each to extend prior week’s impressive bullish trend. The number of deals, volume and value of 
stocks traded however declined 2.53%, 19.38% and 4.67% respectively on supply restriction as investors tend to support price in a bid to obtain 
optimal benefit from the rally. The lower volume also set the tone for a sustained uptrend. The uptick price actions were driven by the beehive of 
activities geared towards ensuring the early passage of the Assets Management Company (AMC) Bill. The projected low returns on money market 
instruments also encouraged investors to switch to equities. Financials were the most actively traded stocks and accounted for 82% of volume (72% 
of value) of stocks traded. The stocks of Food/Beverage sectors also enjoyed considerable patronage contributing 5.1% to volume traded. The 
stocks of 138 companies were traded; of which the price of 53 stocks gained, whilst 28 stocks declined. Whilst strong positive sentiments reign in 
the market, profit taking and operational details of the AMC to be disclosed may increase volume and reverse the uptrend during the week. 

Concern that banks trading activity may be curtailed in a proposed US bill and speculation that China may implement policies to curb inflation 
caused a broad pullback in global equities markets. In the US, major market indices trended downward with the Dow Jones, S & P 500 and NASDAQ 
sliding 0.33%, 0.50% and 0.78% respectively as investors awaits Federal Reserve decision on interest rates. In Europe, stocks slipped on yet to be 
disclosed details of Greece bailout package from fiscal crisis. The UK’s FTSE100, Germany’s Dax and France’s CAC fell 0.49%, 0.58% and 0.75% 
respectively. In Asia, tight monetary policy outlook in China weighed on regional markets. The Japan’s Nikkei barely closed positive with a gain of 
0.01% whilst the Hong Kong’s Hang Seng, South Korea’s KOSPI and China’s Shanghai declined 0.62%, 0.80% and 1.21% respectively. Government 
strategies to stem broader macroeconomic imbalances would dictate the direction of global equities in the near term.  

Money Markets –Highlights: The interbank money market experienced modest activities which pushed up rates across tenors. NIBOR on Call, 

7-day, 30-day, 60-day and 90-day borrowings rose 21.30%, 13.04%, 5.40%, 7.45% and 1.82% respectively. The spike may be short lived due to the 

unchanged underlying market fundamentals and the injection US$1 billion into the economy from excess crude account.
